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Hello, distinguished citizens of Pine Lawn. I would like to update you on the progress that the City of Pine Lawn is making toward “Rebuilding and Rebranding Pine Lawn”.  We have currently been awarded a grant for $1.4 million dollars for the improvements of streets, crosswalks, sidewalks, and new lighting on the Natural Bridge corridor, which is projected to start in 2021 and projected for completion by 2023. We will also continue the $2,000,200.00 construction of the new Pine Lawn Dental which will be coming soon.  The $356,000 renovation of the Pelton-Jackson Park in the 4th ward will be completed in the Fall of 2020.  Stay tuned for the ribbon cutting ceremony.  We also have partnered with A Red Circle to create a new North County Agricultural and Educational Center right here in the 4th ward in Pine Lawn.  It is located across the street from Pelton-Jackson Park at 4521 Hamilton Ave. We will be growing fruits, vegetables, herbs, and flowers to be distributed among our residents and convenient marts. We’re also in progress of completing the new Princess Beauty on Natural Bridge Rd., over a $200,000 development. We have started on our 2017 – 2019 CDBG Funds to improve streets throughout the city.  This is a $250,000 project.  We also have started planning for our 2020-2021 CDBG Funds which will include streets, sidewalks, new street signs, and home improvements. This is just a brief overview of some of the exciting things happening in Pine Lawn. Currently, we have over $13,537,400.00 in new development in Pine Lawn.

To qualify, you must be an active Spire residential customer and be 
between 0%-185% of the poverty level. The application webpage has 
an income calculation table. Applications are being accepted now
 through Sept. 30 or until grant funds run out.
